ON BOARD SERVICE CHARGE

DAILY TICKETS
One-Way – Single ride. Valid on all trains and
refundable for one year from date of purchase.

Off Peak Round Trip (ORT) – 25% discount off the
cost of two regular one-way tickets. They are valid on
all trains except during AM Peak periods, and are valid
only in the direction indicated on the ticket. Valid/
refundable for one year from date of purchase.

Senior Citizens (65 and over)/Disabled – 50% off
the full one-way fare.  Purchase tickets on board train
at no extra charge with proper identification:  MTA or
NJT Reduced Fare Card, Driver’s License (Seniors),
Medicare Card, Birth Certificate (Seniors), Special
MTA ID Card (Disabled), or Access-A-Ride Card
(Disabled). To receive an application for the MTA

8273 TTY (for hearing impaired).

Child Fares – Children ages 5-11 receive a 50% dis-
count off the one-way or round-trip adult fare.
Weekends/Holidays (Family Supersaver Fare): Up to
two children ages 5-11 ride free with a passenger
paying any valid fare. Additional children ages 5-11
pay the Child Fare. Children Under 5 yrs:  Up to three
children under age 5 travel free with a passenger
paying a valid fare at any time. 

MULTIPLE-RIDE TICKETS
Monthly Commutation – Unlimited rides for a cal-
endar month to noon on the first commuting week-
day of the following month.  Monthly tickets available
for sale on the 20th day of the preceding month.
Non-transferable.

Weekly Commutation – Unlimited rides for a calen-
dar week (Saturday 12:01AM to 6:00AM on the fol-
lowing Saturday). Weekly tickets are available two
days in advance (Thursday). Non-transferable.

10-Trip – 5% discount off the one-way fare.  Valid for
two months from date of purchase. (Available only at
ticket offices.)

Optional Acceptance Between Port Jervis and
Pascack Valley Lines – Monthly and weekly commu-
tation tickets sold to or from Metro-North service
points on the Port Jervis Line will be honored to Pearl
River, Nanuet and Spring Valley.

Transfer at Hoboken. PATH (Port Authority Trans-
Hudson Service) operates a rapid transit system
between New York and New Jersey with frequent ser-
vice throughout the day. PATH trains operate to and
from Hoboken Terminal and Christopher Street
(Hudson Street); 9th Street (6th Avenue); 14th Street
(6th Avenue); 23rd Street (6th Avenue) and 33rd Street
(6th Avenue), Midtown, New York. Running time is
approximately 14 minutes. Trains also operate between
Hoboken and the World Trade Center, downtown New
York.  Running time is approximately 11 minutes.
