If you change seats or trains en route, 
hold on to your ticket for presentation to avoid paying an additional 
fare. On trains that stop at Jamaica, tickets are inspected both before 
and after the Jamaica stop. 

Quiet Cars® are available on weekday AM Peak (FIRST CAR) and 
PM Peak (LAST CAR) single-level electric trains to/from Penn Station, 
Grand Central and Atlantic Terminal. Customers should disable the 
sound on electronic devices; use headphones at a low volume; speak 
in a subdued voice; refrain from talking on cell phones. Quiet Car is the 
registered service mark of the National Railroad Passenger Corporation (Amtrak) and is 
being used by permission.

Most LIRR trains have restrooms in every other car. These are always 
the odd-numbered cars. Check the car number on the outside or the 
inside of the car to locate a restroom-equipped car.
Luggage should be stored in overhead racks and not take up seat space or 
block the aisles or doorways of trains. Luggage may not be left unattended. 
Bags and containers are subject to random search by MTA police.
